DEFINITIONS

Integrated Kindergarten A Kindergarten Program delivered in a Long Day Care setting. Integrated Kindergarten allows for children to attend any
time within service operating hours. Fees are charged the same as Long Day Care and Government Child Care Subsidies (CCS) are applied to fees
for eligible families.

Kindergarten Funding A payment received from the Victorian State Government and paid to the service to assist with the cost associated with
delivering a Funded Kindergarten Program. Each service is responsible for determining the most appropriate method the funding will support
the Kindergarten Program. Families do not receive this payment directly.

Funded Kindergarten Program: Each child enrolled will receive 15 hours of funded kindergarten per week or 600 hours per year. The Early
Learning Centre’s 3-year-old and 4-year-old kindergarten program is delivered by VIT Registered Early Childhood Teachers.
